In their building regulations and codes Member States shall require the use of minimum levels of energy from renewable sources and high efficient energy technologies and material in new or refurbished buildings, taking also into account at least the objectives Directive 2002/91/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December 2002 on the energy performance of buildings.

For new buildings, for which a construction applications was introduced after the 1.1. 2010 a minimum level o 20 % of their annual energy needs have to come from renewable energy sources.
For buildings, which were erected before the 1. 1. 2010 or where construction applications have been properly introduced before 1.1.2010, a minimum share of 10 % for the annual demand for heating or cooling respectively have to be supplied by renewable energies, at the time when a new installation respectively an exchange of an existing heating or cooling installation is put in place. 
Member States will establish specific codes and rules by 01. 06. 2009.
Any exemption from theses minimum levels shall be transparent and based on non discriminatory and clear criteria. 
Exemption from the use of renewable energies can be based on the proof of introduction of high energy efficient technologies and materials reducing the consumption of energy of the respective building by at least 40 % by 2012.  (this would in a way take part of the amendment 652 of MEP Françoise Grossetête)

	4a. Member States will pro-actively promote plus-energy housing concepts for administrative and private home buildings from 2010 onwards and make plus energy buildings a requirement at latest in 2015.

	
	Member States require that their own buildings and the buildings of public or near public authorities at the national, regional and local level which are built after 1.1. 2009 will be turned into flagship project for the use of renewables energies and apply the plus energy standards from 2012 onwards. 
Buildings which are owned by Public Authorities or which have been leased or rented  for a period longer than 3 years  by public authorities have to  supply at least 10 percent of their annual heating respectively cooling needs from renewable energy sources from the 1. 1. 2010 onwards. For such buildings energy efficiency plans have to be developed and made public by 1. 1. 2010  which should have a concrete refurbishment plan which should guarantee an increase of the use of renewable energies and a decrease of overall energy consumption of at least 15 % by 2012 for buildings which were erected before 1.1.2009 and by at least 20 % for all new buildings. 

	 
	Roofs of all public or near public buildings will be put at the disposal of third persons for investments for the installations of renewables energy production unless the public authorities which own, rent of lease these buildings fully exploit this potential for their own use and/ or sell this surplus energy to the market by 2012 and have integrated it in their  respective energy efficiency plan by 1.1.2010.

Member States will coordinate with their local and regional authorities concepts for the renovation of existing building stock, modernisation of existing or building of new district heating and cooling and phasing in of renewable energies.

I also want to draw your attention to a quite drastic plan by the Italian (former) government:

“…As for heating, it is foreseen that in all new buildings, or in case of restoration of existing thermal plants, at least 50% of the annual primary energy necessary to produce hot sanitary water should be provided using renewable energy sources. As for electricity, the obligation is foreseen to install photovoltaic for electricity production with a power capacity to be defined in a further ministerial decree.
